SAS Grades
The majority of Royal College of Surgeons of England courses and eLearning programmes are suitable for SAS Grades and maybe appropriate for SAS doctors at their various stages of progression.  However, the following courses are not suitable for SAS Grades

· Basic Surgical Skills (Intercollegiate BSS) Course

· Otolaryngology (ENT) for General Practitioners

· Pre-hospital Trauma Life Support Course (PHTLS)

· RCS Summer School in Anatomy and Practical Skills for Medical Students

· Surgical Skills for Students

Definition of a SAS Grade
SAS surgeons work at various career grades in hospitals. The group of SAS Grade comprises staff holding a variety of posts including:

· Associate specialist

· Clinical research fellow

· Locum appointment for service

· Locum appointment for training

· Specialty doctor

· Staff Grade

· Trust grade

· Other

The minimum entry requirements for specialty doctor posts are:

· full (GMC) registration 

· a minimum of four years’ postgraduate training (two years of which must be in the relevant specialty)
